minium Ownership Zct of the State of -Colorado, - and to periorm
21l obligations and duties of the Association and to exercise
all rights and powers of the Associztion.

2. To provide an entity for +the furtherance of the
interests of a1l of the owners, including the Declarant named
in +he Declaration, of condominium units in the Trianon Condo-
miniums, with the objective of establishing and maintaining it
as a2 prime condominium ownership project of the hichest pos-
sible guality and value, &ancé enhancing and prctecting its
value, desirability and asttractiveness.

LRTICLE IV
Powers

In furtherance of its purposes, the Associstion shall
heve z2ll of the powers conferred upon corporations not for

profit by the statutes and common law of the State of Colorado
in effect from time to time, including all of the powers neces-
sary or desirable to perform the obligations and duties, and
exercise the rights and powers of the Association under the
Declaration, which will include, but shall not be limited to,
the following:

4. To engage in activities which will actively foster,
promote and advance the interests of 211 of the owners of con-
dominium units, including the interests of the Declarant during
his development of the project and his ownership of condominium
units;

5. To hire a Manager who shall exercise those duties
and powers granted to him by the Board of Directors, but not
those powers vhich the Board by law may not delegate.

ARRTICLE V

Membershios

5. The Association may suspend the voting rights of a
member for a continued failure to comply with the rules of the
Association or with any other obligations of the owners of any
condominium unit wunder the Declaration or By-Laws, in
accordance with procedures to be established in the By-Laws.
